Some people give up something important for Lent each year.  With Lent beginning soon, I decided to 
give up writing the pastorôs newsletter article. 
 
Okémaybe another year.   
 
This year, Ash Wednesday is on Valentineôs Day.   Bring your sweetie to church at 5:30 for a delightful 
dinner of soup and sandwiches. If you want candlelight, weôve got that too!  After dinner, come join us 
in the sanctuary for our Ash Wednesday worship service at 6:30.    
 
Why Ash Wednesday?    
 
Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the season of Lent.  It falls on the Wednesday of the 7

th
 week 

before Easter and is named for the imposition of ashes. 
 
During worship, youôll be invited forward to come and receive the imposition of ashes.  An ash cross 
will be put on your forehead and you will hear the words ñRemember you are dust, and to dust you will 
shall returnò.  We use the ash as a symbol of repentance for our sinful nature, the cross to remember 
the forgiveness we have received through Christôs death.    
 
Where the season of Advent was a time of preparing for the Christmas celebration of the incarnation 
of God, Lent is a time of reflection leading up to the commemoration of Jesusô death, burial and      
resurrection.  Many Christians ñgive upò something to reflect the sacrifice Jesus made in giving up his 
life.  For some, giving up something can allow the opportunity to add a spiritual discipline, such as 
reading a devotion or spending extra time in prayer.    
 
During the Wednesdays between Ash Wednesday we will continue to have lent suppers at 5:30      
followed by 6:30 worship services.   Our theme for worship will be, ñThe People versus Jesusò.   Each 
Wednesday worship, court will be held in session as the trial of Jesus of Nazareth takes place.   
 
During the trail, you, the jury, will be in charge of paying close attention in order to weigh the evidence 
to pronounce the final verdict.   Different witnesses will be brought forward each week and will be 
cross-examined.  Witnesses include: John son of Zebedee, Mary Magdalene, James, Herod and Mary 
the mother of Jesus. 
 
I hope you will join us on Ash Wednesday and all the other Wednesday evenings during Lent.
